Steve McFadden served as Chief of Police for the City of Lewisville for 29 years, from November l977 until his retirement in February 2007.  In this capacity he led the department through a growth period in which the City population increased from approximately 22,000 to almost 90,000.  During this time the police department grew from 33 fulltime employees to 1994.  Prior to his employment with the City of Lewisville, he served as Chief of Police for the cities of Desoto and Bonham, Texas, for a total of five years.  He also served as a police officer in the Cities of Carrollton and Paris, Texas prior to his administrative career.

He holds Master of Science degrees from both the University of North Texas (Labor-Industrial Relations) and (Public Administration) and East Texas State University (Sociology and Chemistry).  He also holds Bachelor of Science degrees from East Texas State University (Sociology and Business Administration) and Arlington Baptist College (Bible and Missions).  He is a 1976 graduate of the FBI National Academy, Session 106.

Steve is a member of the Texas Police Chiefs Association, the International Association of Chiefs of Police and several other professional organizations.  He has been a member of both the TPCA and the IACP for over 30 years and served as chairman of the Texas Police Chiefs Strategic Planning Committee for several years.
